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Are You Giving God a Bad Rap ! 
When someone misquotes you, your reputation can be damaged and your feelings become 
disrupted. Our feelings and reputation, however, are of little significance compared to how 
God must feel when we misquote Him (Jeremiah 23:25-32). 
One person who understood the implications of misquoting the words of God is Agur. 
He's one of my favorite wise men because he thinks with a level head, sees the signature of 
God in nature, and likes to talk in riddles (Proverbs 30). 
 Agur doesn't make a strong impression right out og the box.. The first words we hear 
from him are, "Surely I am too stupid to be a man, and do not have the understanding of 
a man" (Proverbs 30:2). But Agur shows us why he would talk about himself like that. 
He has a low Opinion of his own wisdom because he has such a high view of God (v.3). He is 
amazed with how little he understands in the presence of the One GOD who has created 
everything (v.4). 
Humbled in the presence of his Creator, Agur sees the danger of misrepresenting such a 
God. Warning his readers to avoid the ultimate misquote, he says, "Every word of God is pure; 
He is a shield to those who put their trust in Him. Do not add to His words, lest He re-
buke you, and you be found a liar" (vv.5-6). 
Could we be adding to  the words of  God without realizing it?  As Christians, 
many of us believe it is important to talk about what we have heard from God, what He is doing 
in our lives, and what He wants us to do. In the process, could we unintentionally harm His 
reputation by casually or carelessly talking as though there is not a distinction between His 
written Word and our impression of what He wants us to do? 
Think about the implications of saying, "God said to me" or "God led me to say." If outsid-
ers overhear us, will they think we are hearing voices? What about those who share our faith? 
How many are going to have the courage to protect the reputation of God by challenging 
or testing our "God spoke to my heart" language? 
Agur is not alone in seeing the danger of misquoting God. He echoes Moses 
(DEUTERONOMY 4:2; 13:1-3) and anticipates the last warning of the New Testament 
(REVELATION 22:18-19). All give strong warnings about the danger of adding to or subtracting 
from the revealed and written words of God. 
L e t ’ s  g i v e  G o d  t h e  c o n s i d e r a t i o n  we would want for ourselves?  Think about 
what we require from each other. We expect those who quote us to respect not only our 
words but also our intent. We would also want anyone who uses our name to distinguish 
between what they think we would say, and what they have actually heard from us. 
We should apply this same consideration to God. Then, we won't quote Him out of context. We 
should try to protect not only His words but also His intent. Just as importantly, we should 
carefully distinguish between what He has actually said, and what "we think" or "what we be-
lieve" He is saying or leading us to do. 
Carefully distinguishing between God’s written word and what we think the Holy Spirit is speak-
ing to us can help to protect God's reputation and our integrity. In the process, we will give others 
permission to test and judge for themselves whether what we are attributing to Holy Spirit is 
consistent with what the God of the Bible has actually said (1THESSALONIANS 5:19-21). God 
and the Holy Spirit are one and they are never in conflict. 
How do we  accurately quote God?  Agur says, "Every word of God is 
pure" (PROVERBS 30:5). The term he uses for "pure" has behind it the picture of metal 
refined by fire. God's words are more than flawlessly true in fact. They are also pure in intent. 
His knowledge is perfect. His intent is honorable. His motives are above reproach. His word 
is also complete. God did not “loose” any books when He inspired the compilation of His Holy 
word. This means that to quote God accurately we need to honor the difference between 
what He intended and our self-serving interests.  



 WHAT IF, 

 

    What if God decided to stop leading us tomorrow  

because we didn't follow Him today? 

 

What if God couldn't take the time to bless us today  

because we couldn't take the time to thank Him for our blessings 

yesterday? 

 

 

What if God didn't walk with us today  

because we failed to recognize His presence yesterday? 

 

 

What if, God took away His message  

because we failed to listen to His messenger? 

 

  What if, God would not listen to us today  

because we would not listen to Him? 

 

What if, God answered our prayers the way we answer  

His call to service? 

 

What if, God met our needs the way we give Him our lives??? 

 

... THINK ABOUT THIS ONE..... 

What if, God didn't send His only begotten Son  

because He wanted us to pay the price for sin? 

 

WHAT IF, 

I like a teacher who helps students distinguish between possible, probable, and necessary 
interpretations and implications of the Bible. Let's do that with the Agur quote. When the 
wise man says, "Every word of God is pure .... Do not add to His words, lest He rebuke 
you, and you be found a liar" (PROVERBS 30:5-6), it seems to me that: 
The possible implication is that we should attach authority to no more and no less than what 
God has actually said. 
The probable implication is that when we quote God we should always make it clear where 
the actual words of Scripture end and where our words of explanation begin. 
The necessary implication is that we not add our own words to what God has said so as to 
actually change the meaning and purpose of what God has declared. 
If such thoughtfulness seems like too much trouble, it's time to remember how painful it is to 
be misquoted. And if Agur is right, then casually talking about "what God spoke to my heart" 
may also be a time to think about having to answer to a God who is more jealous for His 
own Name, reputation, and credibility than we are for our own.  -Bro. LeRoy

(NLT) 1 Tim 6:3 Some false teachers may deny these things, but these are the sound, 

wholesome teachings of the Lord Jesus Christ, and they are the foundation for a godly 

life. 

4 Anyone who teaches anything different is both conceited and ignorant. Such a per-

son has an unhealthy desire to quibble over the meaning of words. This stirs up argu-

ments ending in jealousy, fighting, slander, and evil suspicions. 

5 These people always cause trouble. Their minds are corrupt, and they don't tell the 

truth. To them religion is just a way to get rich. 

 

2 Peter 2:1 But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be 

false teachers among you, who privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying 

the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction. 

2 And many shall follow their pernicious ways; by reason of whom the way of truth 

shall be evil spoken of. 

 

Please understand I don’t use the term wolves in sheep’s clothing lightly and from 

intel that I have received I can see that a certain Ministry has a wolf in their flock that 

is causing a lot of damage and division. Maybe all of our Ministries have a few 

wolves hiding in them, whatta ya think? 

 

So having said that to everyone, let me state this also, we are all in God’s Army! And 

every army in the world has to train all the time, and test itself to make sure they are at 

peak performance and readiness. They also have to make sure their objectives are 

clear and have to be reached at all costs, right?

Jesus is not the Messiah and was a false Prophet! Grrrrrrrrrrrrr 

 

Christianity is a CULT! 

 

From what I have been told, there is a man in one of our Ministries who is a wolf in 

sheep’s clothing and if the above has any truth to it the following scripture verses ap-

ply to him. Leaders, stop in your tracks, and take a long hard look at the troops under 

you. There just might be someone wearing your uniform (colors) that has the spirit of 

antichrist in him. If you find one, remove him right away, before he misleads your 

good people and new converts and destroys your Ministry from within!

Talk about, Within The Struggle...

We interrupt this regularly scheduled column to bring you, well, a vent.  

 

I am married to a Vietnam Vet and I am proud of it. Recently he had a 

kidney stone, a very large one. We went to a civilian hospital, they get him 

in, gave him drugs for pain, take a CT scan and tell us it is a 6mm stone, 

give him a prescription for pain meds and send us home saying that we 

have to wait. Next day is Father's Day, we get through the day, but the pain meds aren't work-

ing, we end up going to the North Chicago VA (NCVA), they get him in, give him drugs for the 

pain, take a CT scan and say the stone is 3mm, give him more pain meds and say he has to see a 

urologist within 24-48 hrs, we are discharged, go to the pharmacy onsite and while we are wait-

ing, the doctor comes barreling through the door and says they found a tumor. My brain cannot 

even process this, I get up, stand at the water cooler filling my water bottle listening to the doc-

tor tell us that it is on the adrenals over his kidney about 3" big and that we need to follow up on 

this asap, due to his 2 previous bouts of cancer (brain and a very rare smooth muscle cancer in 

his jaw)...yes thank you agent orange. 

 

We go home in silence, holding hands and fall into bed nearly as the sun comes up. 

 

Monday, NCVA calls and we go see a urologist, he actually confirms that the stone is about 

6mm, gives him some meds to relax his insides, hoping that it will help him pass it. Come 10pm 

husband has now taken 2 pain pills within about 2 hrs, no relief, we head up to the Milwaukee 

VA (MVA), due to the fact that they are the only ones in the area who have the lipsotripsy ma-

chine that can blast this bugger to pieces. It is an hour and a half drive.  

 

Can I just tell you that dealing with MVA was just absolutely maddening? We spent 4 hrs wait-

ing in the ER with only 4 other people who had been there before us...my husband paced in alot 

of pain, there was a sign that said if your condition worsens let us know, so we told them he was 

getting worse and we had to wait another hour! When we were at the NCVA, they got him in 

within 20 minutes and there were more people in the waiting room! 

 

The place was a mess, dirty run down and disgusting - I took pictures, seriously telling those we 

were waiting with in the ER waiting room that I was going to write this article. 

At NCVA they had signs requesting that if you were wearing a hat to take it off to show your 

respect for those who have served. At MVA, there were dilapidated tables and dead flowers 

with its dead petals and leaves on a floor of carpet that was dirty, stained and just so disrespect-

ful to those who served. There was a 86 yr old man who said when the military ran MVA years 

ago, the place never looked or was run like this...service men and women taking care of service 

men and women, there was honor and an order to taking care of one another, military style. 

Well, there is a thought! Now, itʼs run by civilians and the place has gone to pot. I am not say-

ing that there are not those who do a good job and do care, but they are not the majority...and it 

absolutely broke my heart, really. I sat there for 4 hrs in the ER and heard horror story after 

horror story of what 5 people (one gal came out of the ER with her hubby and shared) had ex-

perienced over the yrs in this VA. 

 

We FINALLY got called and the doctor had a very heavy Jamaican accent, not normally a big 

deal, but when you add lethargy and no compassion, it becomes a mumbling mess NO ONE can 

understand, let alone a husband who has a hearing loss! I was on the verge of asking him *why* 

did he want to be a doctor in the first place and if he couldn't *be* the kind of doctor that these 

vets needed & deserved him to be, then he should not be there. When my husband got into the 



sickbay the nurses asked if he had gotten any pain meds? Huh? When in those 4 hrs would he 

have gotten that?! They admitted him and on Wednesday did the procedure to blast the kidney, 

a urologist came out and told me that they got the stone and took some pieces for testing to see 

what it was made of to hopefully prevent this in the future. They also put a stint in. She said that 

it was a very good decision cuz the stone was lodged and wasnt going anywhere. Then said it 

would be an hour and a half til they brought him back to his room so I went and waited in his 

room. After two hours I began asking where was he and they said it can take longer, then 

THREE hrs passed, then FOUR and then I went down to recovery to see if I could get in to see 

him and they wouldn't let me, they told me another 1/2 hr....grrrrr. By that time I couldn't be-

lieve that there was nothing wrong, I called my mom cuz I was scared, crying and worried. 

After I got off the phone, the nurse came in and said that he had WOKE up during the proce-

dure and they needed to put him under again and it took a long time for him to come out of it! I 

snapped and said that would have been good information for a wife to have! And that I have 

had alot of surgeries and been to my share of them and NEVER have I not been able to, at least 

for 5 min, go in recovery and see the person. I donʼt know what is going on but I know some-

thing is wrong...so about an HOUR later - so now this is FIVE hrs, they wheel him in, he is pale 

like death, I go to his bed side and grab his hand, he grabs mine and I tell him that I missed him 

and he said, "babe, I missed you too" and we BOTH started to cry...THEN he said, "I almost 

died"...I said, "WHAT?!" we waited for them to get him in his bed and when they were gone, 

then he told me that he couldn't breathe in recovery, and they kept telling him to breathe, he said 

he could see a wall and kept thinking he could just not take a breath and he would be gone, but 

kept fighting cuz he didn't want to leave me! We were both crying. I told him I was so scared 

something was wrong, I didn't get to see him before he went and I didn't get to pray with him. 

Later he remembered the doctor said that he was paralyzed from the neck down and the next 

day he remembered that they were prodding him with electric prods and that it hurt! Not one 

doctor told us what happened, we only knew because of what he remembered.  

 

So now we have our own horror story to add to the many others. The reason for this article is to 

yes, vent but to also say that I know that these stories are happening ALL over our country and 

it is wrong, just wrong! With July 4th coming, our national celebration of independence, we 

owe our freedom to many men & women who fought and died to gain that freedom for us. Free-

dom isn't free. We have become a nation that doesn't remember what it took to become free, 

that it does cost to gain it and maintain it.  

 

What makes me so angry, righteously, I believe, is that our men and women deserve to be taken 

care of by the best, cuz they gave their best, their all...they did for us what many of us couldn't 

or wouldn't do for ourselves and we, as a nation, should show our gratitude to them in the way 

that we take care of them and the facilities they go to. The difference in the way these 2 VAʼs 

ran & even looked shows that. It is no wonder that the NCVA is rated #4 in the WHOLE nation. 

As a nation, our VAʼs SHOULD be run with dignity and respect for the service that has been 

given and they way they look reflects that respect. We should not hear of even ONE horror 

story coming out of these places, as if they were in a combat zone again...have they not been 

through enough?  

 

I have another friend who said that they thought the Vietnam vets would be gone by now, well 

guess what? We still have WW2 vets, Vietnam vets, Desert Storm vets and now Iraqi vets...as 

long as freedom is threatened and there is a need to defend freedom, we will always need a 

soldier and therefore have a vet to take care of, so I suggest we accept that reality and give them 

the dignified, attentive, respectful, immediate care they deserve and have earned. 

I may be a civilian, but I am the wife of a Vietnam vet, that makes me an advocate.

Christians are under attack in American Schools  

In New Jersey, East Brunswick High School officials told football coach Marcus Bor-

den he cannot kneel and bow his head while mem­bers of his team have a student-led pre-

game prayer. On April 15 a three-judge panel of the Third Circuit Court ruled unani-

mously against the coach saying that his "...acts cross the line and constitute an unconstitu-

tional endorsement of religion." 

In Wisconsin's Tomah Area School District, a teacher refused to give a student identi-

fied only as A. T. a grade on an art project be­cause his work included "John 3:16" as well 

as "a sign of love."

In Mt. Vernon, Ohio, school leaders told teacher John Freshwater he must put his Bible 

out of sight when students are in his room. Mr. Freshwater has refused to do so. He has had a 

Bible on his desk for the past 18 years.

"Matt 

Foreman owes the ministers of Broward County an apology." 

"Faithful Christian churches must oppose homosexual behavior, just as they 

must oppose other behavior they consider to be sinful, but where is the proof that 

any minister has ever suggested or condoned violence?" asked Cass. "The fact is, 

no one knows who killed  Simmie Williams, Jr., or why. It is pretty safe to assume 

that the murderer was not a church member acting on advice from his pastor."

Pennsylvania Hate Crimes Legislation Ruled Unconstitutional 
The American Family Association (AFA) of Pennsylvania is applauding a decision by the 

state's Commonwealth Court, which declared hate crimes laws unconstitutional. 

In November 2002, state lawmakers inserted hate crimes language into an agricultural vandal-

ism bill. But the Commonwealth Court ruled that the bill passed in an unconstitutional manner. 

Even the original sponsors of the agriculture bill removed their names because the bill was es-

sentially hijacked by liberal lawmakers. 

But Diane Gramley, president of the AFA of Pennsylvania, says once the State Senate revised 

the bill, removing the language dealing with agricultural vandalism, those sponsors "wanted 

nothing to do with it." But Gramley says the battle over hate crimes is not over. 

"The day after the Commonwealth Court handed down their decision, Governor Rendell ha[d] 

already asked the legislative body to act quickly to write another hate crimes law," she points 

out.
