Why did Jesus fold the linen burial cloth after His Resurrection?

The Gospel of John (20: 7) tells us that the napkin, which was placed over the face
of Jesus, was not just thrown aside like the grave clothes. The Bible takes an entire
verse to tell us that the napkin was neatly folded, and was placed at the head of that
stony coffin.

Is that important? You'd better believe it! Is that Significant? Absolutely! Is it really
significant? Yes! In order to understand the significance of the folded napkin, you
have to understand a little bit about Hebrew tradition of that day.

The folded napkin had to do with the Master and Servant, and every Jewish boy
knew this tradition. When the servant set the dinner table for the master, he made
sure that it was exactly the way the master wanted it. The table was furnished per-
fectly, and then the servant would Wait, just out of sight, until the master had finished
eating, And the servant would not dare touch that table, until the master was fin-
ished.

Now if the master had finished eating, he would rise from the table, wipe his fingers,
his mouth, and clean his beard, and would wad up that napkin and toss it onto the
table. The servant would then know to clear the table. For in those days, the wadded
napkin meant, "I'm done".

But if the master got up from the table, and folded his napkin, and laid it beside his
plate, the servant would not dare touch the table, because the servant knew that the
folded napkin meant, "I'm not finished yet."

The folded napkin meant, "I'm coming back."

We have all been prisoners in one way or another at some time in our lives. This is
the final part of a 6 part Bible study on the prisoners in the Bible. Some of us know
what it is to be physically in prison, others know about emotional, or spiritual bond-
age. We can be bound by our circumstances, or by our feelings, or by a persistent
sin in our lives. As we have looked at some of the prisoners in the Bible over the
past year, it is my hope that we all learned more about how God can set us free. |
hope that you will find true freedom in knowing and trusting Jesus for your every
need.

For our final study we will look at Jesus. He too was taken prisoner, he went will-
ingly, although his followers did not think he should have. You can read about his
capture and his trial in all of the Gospels. Starting in Matthew 26 verse 47 chapter
27 verse 25, then in Mark chapter 14 verse 43 through the end of chapter 15, in Luke
chapter 22 starting in verse 47 through chapter. 23 verse 25, and finally in John
chapter 18 verse 4 through chapter 10 verse 16. If you read all of these passages it
will tell you about the betrayal by Judas, his arrest, his Jewish trial and then the Ro-
man trial, you may get so caught up in the story that you go on to read about the
crucifixion. It was not pretty, or fair. How hard it must have been for Jesus, who

was himself the son of God, to be silent before such injustice. To have those that
knew him say they did not, and to leave him alone to be beaten and tried.

It says in 2 Corinthians 5:17 that He who knew no sin, became sin fadegook

fear, though He was a Son, yet He learned obedience by the things which He suffered. And
having been perfected, He became the author of eternal salvation to all who obey Him, called
by God as High Priest "according to the order of Melchizedek" Hebrew$®:4

There is a story about a child who found a butterfly struggling to free itself from it's cocoon.
And with a good heart filled with good intentions the child "helped" the butterfly get free. But
the butterfly ended up dying. The problem was that the child did not understand that the strug-
gle was part of the process the butterfly needed to go through before it could really be free. It
had to submit to the process, in order to become what it was created to be.

Scripture says he was tempted, but
sinned not:'For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our
infirmities; but was irall points temptedike as we are, yet without sin." Hebrews 4Bé&ing

fully man, brought him into direct experience with the flesh and demanded that he chose
every day, hour, minute, second...to not sin. It is obvious in scripture that Christ struggled.
Scripture tells us this by using words like tempted, vehement, cries, tears...along with prayer,
requesting the cup be passed, if possible, from him. He went a little farther and fell on His
face, and prayed, sayintf) My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from Me; neverthe-
less, not as | will, but as You will." Matthew 2618%@n, that sounds like any believing soul
caught within the struggle to me! Yet, let's not make the mistake of thinking this brings him to
our level, makes him our "bro", "homeboy" or anything of the sort. He was and still is God.
What this shows us is that we have a Savior who understands, who has been there and done
that, sota-speak. And that not only because he is God, but because he has literally walked a
mile in our shoes (flesh), we can truly trust that he knows what we are going through. And if
he knows, then he isn't some far off deity who could be accused of not knowing those who
serve him. Comforting to know, eh?

Christ was heard because he had godly fear. Here we have Christ, fully man and fully God,
having godly fear. Too many within the body do not have a clear understanding of what this
fear is. When the word "fear" is used, many object claiming that we shouldn't be afraid...but if
you have no fear of the Living God, then you do not understand with whom you are dealing
with. Yes, we are talking about the kind of fear that makes you tremble in your boots! We are
talking about the kind of fear that is born from having a personal encounter with the Living



God. You cannot encounter him and walk away unchanged and you certainly cannot encoun-
ter him without some tremblin from that encounter...I mean the Living God of the universe
just showed up in your life and that ain't going to shake you just by the sheer realization of
WHO he is? | am not talking about bondage fear, but a rightly understood respectful fear that
demands, because you get it and you are willing to give it; your love, your gratitude and your
obedience.

| believe it was that fear that enabled him to make a choice and that choice controlled his
flesh, hunkering it down in obedience to endure the suffering to come. It enabled him to in the
final moments of struggle to sdyot my will, but thine!'| keep saying that the struggle isn't

sin. So many believers think that they have to have it all together and evidence no struggle,
but being in REAL relationship includes struggle, including the one we have with God...after
all, the ONLY one perfect in the relationship is Christ, right? He is looking for that same final
moment of surrender to obedience, when we say as Christ did, not my will, but thine.

What may start out in a struggle with the flesh, is bridged by having a healthy dose of godly
fear that allows one to go through the waters of suffering in trusting obedience. Which, in

turn, produces within the soul the ability to look around inside the storm and try to see what it
is that the Lord may be seeking to show you through the circumstance...there are many rea-
sons for the struggle...our own sin and rebellion or the choice of someone else that effected
our life...either way God uses all things to reach us and teach us. No matter the reason we are
where we are, when we find that place within the eye of the storm to look about and ask what
is it that you want me to see, learn, know, glean, grow, become, unlearn, relearn, be remoldec
unmolded, reshaped, or stretched into? Then you will find yourself becoming what you were
created to be, much like the butterfly.

You can't shortcut the process, you can't avoid the process, you must go through the process.
When you submit to the processteaches obedience. If you are still standirsill breath-

ing, you have endured. Each struggle produces muscles of strength within our hearts. And
every point of suffering provides an opportunity to learn obedience. If it was important

enough for Christ to live his life as an example of this, then it is good enough for me to seek
to emplify this in my own life, as well. How about you?

As you can imagine, it's important that Christians be in prayer as we approach
this upcoming election. We need to pray for God's divine guidance, the safety of
our country, and for leaders that would honor and glorify him.

But we must be mindful that God oftentimes uses human instrumentality to
work his will. If we pray for good leadership, we must be willing to get out to
the polls and support it. As Christians living in a democracy, it is not only our
civic duty to vote, but also our Christian duty, as the citizen leaders of our
country.
