Weird, 2 : of strange or extraordinary character, mysteriously strange or fantastic, an 

unearthly or supernatural strangeness.  

(weird. (2008). In Merriam-Webster Online Dictionary.) 

By the time you read this we will have cast our vote, watched the evening news, and 

the political advertisements have ended.

It will acquaint some 15,000 visitors each day -including thousands of school 
children - with the 200 year history of the Capitol as well as its current content and 
operation. However, the new Visitor Center has deliberately censored mentions of 
God from both the Capitol's historical and current aspects. 
 
For example, in presenting the Northwest Ordinance of 1787, Visitor Center officials 
actually deleted the words "religion and morality" from the document. And in present-
ing images of the current Speaker's Rostrum in the House Chamber, they deliber-
ately omitted the phrase "In God We Trust" from its prominent location engraved in 
marble above the Speaker's head. There are many other examples. No wonder a 
congressman has dubbed it the "$600 million dollar godless pit."  
 
But not only does the Center censor God and religion from America's history but it 
also contains basic historical errors about the war of 1812, the Bill of Rights, the con-
stitutional separation of powers, and many other simple topics.  
  
For nearly five years David Barton has been working with many Members of Con-
gress in monitoring the content and displays within the Center. Initially, those Mem-
bers were able to correct bad information in the Center, but in the last two years un-
der the new congressional leadership, there has been a real reversal in the willing-
ness of Visitor Center officials to make changes. Therefore, it is now time to get the 
public involved.

4th, but I am writing it beforehand.) I would like to share a story with you, and some 

of my observations about this election, so please remember these are my opinions 

only. 

 

 A Flag of Rags 

 

   In the final years of our imprisonment, the North Vietnamese moved us from small 

cells with one or two prisoners to large rooms with as many as 30-40 men to a room. 

We preferred this situation for the companionship and strength we could draw from 

our fellow prisoners. In addition to moving us to new quarters, our captors also let us 

receive packages and letters from home. Many men received word from their families 

for the first time in several years. The improved conditions were a result of public 

pressure put on the North Vietnamese by the American public.  

   In our cell was one Navy officer, Lt. Commander Mike Christian. Over a period of 

time Mike had gathered bits and pieces of red and white cloth from various packages. 

Using a piece of bamboo he had fashioned into a needle, Mike sewed a United States 

flag on the inside of his shirt, one of the blue pajama tops we all wore.  

   Every night in our cell, Mike would put his shirt on the wall, and we would say the 

pledge of allegiance. I know that the pledge of allegiance may not be the most impor-

tant aspect of our day now, but I can tell you that at the time it was the most important 

aspect of our lives.  

   This had been going on for some time until one of the guards came in as we were 

reciting our pledge. They ripped the flag off the wall and dragged Mike out. He was 

beaten for several hours and then thrown back into the cell.  

   Later that night, as we were settling down to sleep on the concrete slabs that were 

our beds, I looked over to the spot where the guards had thrown Mike. There, under 

the solitary light bulb hanging from the ceiling, I saw Mike. Still bloody and his face 

swollen beyond recognition, Mike was gathering bits and pieces of cloth together. He 

was sewing a new American flag.  -- John McCain. From the files of Leadership.   

Please read: Ps 85:1-10; 2 Th 1:4; Jas 1:12.  

 

One of the candidates will not cover his heart when the National Anthem is played 

and will not wear a flag pin, he donôt want people to think he is taking sides? Hello, 

you want to be President of the United States and not take sides, DER!

This was one of the biggest hurricanes that I can remember; it was 900 miles across when it 

hit Texas. I am sure that everyone is aware of the damage that it did down there, but once it 

hit land it kept doing damage all the way north even up to Quebec. When Ike was dissipating 

in Quebec, we had enormous winds down here in Mass and lost power twice in one day. The 

first outage lasted about four hours and the sky was nice and blue without a cloud in it, but the 

wind was unreal, and Quebec isnôt that close! Recently I have talked to some of my brothers 

in Indiana, and Ohio and they also had unreal high winds and many areas are still without any 

power. This storm makes me think about the storm that is slowly evolving in the Church to-

day. 

 

Recently I was directed to a program on a TV station, about a big revival going on in Florida. 

They started each service with hours and hours of singing and Praise, and there is nothing 

wrong with that. But here is where I wonder, all during this time there was a ticker tape type 

of program scrolling across the bottom of the screen claiming all kinds of miracles happening. 

This might be true, but we should be careful of signs and wonders being performed and we 

should not base our faith on them, AT ALL, but only on the Word of God! Its not the show, 

its not about the music, it should be about the Word, if there is no preaching, teaching, and no 

scripture, just signs and wonders, red lights should go off in your head, big time! 

 

Now to the why this is important as we come to the end times, turn to book of Revelation 

13:11  Then I saw another beast come up out of the earth. He had two horns like those of a 

lamb, and he spoke with the voice of a dragon. 

12 He exercised all the authority of the first beast. And he required all the earth and those who 

belong to this world to worship the first beast, whose death-wound had been healed. 

13  He did astounding miracles, such as making fire flash down to earth from heaven while 

everyone was watching. 

14  And with all the miracles he was allowed to perform on behalf of the first beast, he de-

ceived all the people who belong to this world. He ordered the people of the world to make a 

great statue of the first beast, who was fatally wounded and then came back to life. 

15  He was permitted to give life to this statue so that it could speak. Then the statue com-

manded that anyone refusing to worship it must die. 

16  He required everyone--great and small, rich and poor, slave and free--to be given a mark 

on the right hand or on the forehead. 

17  And no one could buy or sell anything without that mark, which was either the name of 

the beast or the number representing his name. 

18  Wisdom is needed to understand this. Let the one who has understanding solve the num-

ber of the beast, for it is the number of a man. His number is 666. 

 

If you donôt understand this passage Iôll write a few notes so it will make sense to you. 

 

The first beast is the Anti-Christ. 

 

Who is he that exercised all the authority of the first beast, the second beast, who is the False 

Prophet (verse 11). 

 

This short passage has a few signs and wonders in it that will impress a lot of people. 

 

The Anti-Christ was wounded to death; and his deadly wound was healed: and all the world 

wondered after the beast. 

 



The False Prophet did astounding miracles, such as making fire flash down to earth from 

heaven while everyone was watching. Think about it, the False Prophet will be able to call 

lightning down from the sky like the Old Testament prophet Elijah (2 Kings 1:12) Some peo-

ple who didnôt know the Bible might consider this to be one of the signs and wonders, some 

of the Churches are talking about today.  

 

The False Prophet performs many miracles, and was allowed to perform them on behalf of the 

Anti-Christ, he deceived all the people who belong to this world. He ordered the people of the 

world to make a great statue of the Anti-Christ, who was fatally wounded and then came back 

to life (Another Miracle). He was permitted to give life to this statue so that it could speak. 

Then the statue commanded that anyone refusing to worship it must die. 

 

Are you getting the picture yet? Many people tune into programs like this to see the miracles, 

they are looking to see the power, right? If you want to see power, set your alarm clock and 

get up and watch the sun rise. A long time ago I met a man who supposedly miracles occurred 

around him all the time, and he started talking to us and I gave him the time out sign and he 

stopped talking. At this point I told him if he took me to a cemetery and raised all the dead 

people it would not impress me at all. I came here to hear the words and to compare them to 

the Bible. He gave me a big smile and then we had an all night Bible Study, awesome. So I 

guess the bottom line is this Read Your Bible and know what it says so in the end you will be 

not deceived like many will be.. 

 

(Rev 18:23 KJV)  And the light of a candle shall shine no more at all in thee; and the voice of 

the bridegroom and of the bride shall be heard no more at all in thee: for thy merchants were 

the great men of the earth; for by thy sorceries were all nations deceived. 

 

(Rev 19:20 KJV)  And the beast was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought mira-

cles before him, with which he deceived them that had received the mark of the beast, and 

them that worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into a lake of fire burning with 

brimstone. 

 

(Rev 20:10 KJV)  And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brim-

stone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever 

and ever.

EL PASO TX --  Like most other motorcycle 
riders, Tony Bedoya appreciates the feeling of 
the wind in his face when he's riding his 2003 
limited -edition Harley -Davidson Road King 
Classic. Dressed in jeans and a leather jacket, 
Bedoya said riding is a way to release the 
stress of a regular day. But as a born -again 
Christian, Bedoya also likes it when the patch 
on his back gets as much attention as the 
shiny rims on his bike. A pair of wings bearing 
a cross and the Star of David under the words 
"Seed of Abraham MC" stands out on 
Bedoya's jacket. "When we're riding, just 
hanging out with other Christian brothers, the 
cross and wings draw attention," said Bedoya, who is a member of the Seed of Abraham 
Motorcycle Club. "It's an opportunity for people to ask about it and for us to share what 
we believe," he said. "The patch boldly states our faith, and we're not ashamed or em-
barrassed about what we believe." The El Paso chapter of the Christian organization is 
only 2 years old and has eight active members. But like the national organization it's 
based on, the El Paso chapter seeks to make a difference by reaching out to segments of 
the population that are not part of the mainstream church. The organization is also plan-
ning a special concert featuring Christian artist Todd Agnew on Sunday at Calvary Chapel 
West as a thank -you to the biker community for all its charitable efforts. More than 600 
bikers and their families are expected. Though members attend different churches,they 
get together weekly to hand out Bibles in areas such as Armijo Park in the Segundo Bar-
rio or around desolate Downtown areas, reaching out to prostitutes and the homeless. As 
avid motorcycle riders, they often take part in rallies and other biker events. They view it 
as an opportunity to serve their fellow bikers. "It's really opened up doors to reach other 
motorcycle clubs and to share the gospel," Bedoya said. "We'll pray with them if they 
have needs. And we have met with some in their homes when they have gone through 
difficult times in their lives." Besides helping others, Bedoya said, reaching out allows 
club members to change biker stereotypes. "I think a lot of people don't understand the 
biker community," he said. "They look down on them because they have long hair and 
beards or tattoos. But they may not realize how much bikers do for the community of El 
Paso." The biker community is among the first to collect toys for underprivileged or to 
help fix dilapidated buildings. "That's why we want to do this for the biker community in 
particular to thank them for all they do," he said. A.J. Olivas, a worship leader at Calvary 
Chapel Sun City, is supportive of the motorcycle club. "What's really neat is that they are 
a nonjudgmental type of group," he said. "They're not trying to judge any of these bik-
ers. And from what I have seen, these big biker types will seek them out for advice." 
Merrill Leach, club vice president, agreed. "Respect is everything," he said. "We've had to 

earn their respect before they 
can be approached, and I can 
say Seed of Abraham has an 
awesome rapport with every club 
in El Paso. We don't expect any-
thing from them. And it doesn't 
matter what they've done or 
where they're been, we love 
them and respect them." Olivas 
said the church and other spon-
sors were enthusiastic about 
having a big event like the ap-
preciation Sunday. "With every-
thing that is going on," he said, 
"we want to give to the commu-
nity and not take back."
