After this (see Rev 19) -- after His church has left the 

earth we see the next step in Gods plan.

"In everything we do we try to show that we are true ministers of God. 

We patiently endure troubles and hardships and calamities of every 

kind. We have been beaten, been put in jail, faced angry mobs, worked 

to exhaustion, endured sleepless nights, and gone without food. We have proved 

ourselves by our purity, our understanding, our patience, our kindness, our sincere 

love, and the power of the Holy Spirit. We have faithfully preached the truth. God's 

power has been working in us. We have righteousness as our weapon, both to attack 

and to defend ourselves. We serve God whether people honor us or despise us, 

whether they slander us or praise us. We are honest, but they call us impostors. We 

are well known, but we are treated as unknown. We live close to death, but here we 

are, still alive. We have been beaten within an inch of our lives. Our hearts ache, 

but we always have joy. We are poor, but we give spiritual riches to others. We own 

nothing, and yet we have everything." 2 Corinthians 6:4-10 

  

We see in the above verse that Paul says our hearts ache, but we always have joy. 

He was not without pain, even to within an inch of his life. Yet, Paul was able to 

write what he did because he understood a few basics...the purpose; to know Christ 

crucified, the call; to preach Christ resurrected and the cost; learning to die daily. 

What is the cost to following Christ? Is it rose strewn pathways? Is it a life full of 

luxury and ease? The Word leads us to know that the answer is emphatically a NO! I 

know that there are blessings to following Christ, but I know that in order to follow 

Him there must be obedience. Obedience costs us - everything. It will cost us our 

pride, our selfishness, our rights...it requires that we lay it all down for the One who 

chose to lay glory down for us. How can we seek to do anything less? Do we have 

any concept of the reality of what Christ did? If we afford our minds a sliver of a 

glimpse of that truth, there would be no response beyond shut mouths, crashed knees 

and down cast eyes...deeply knowing, to the very core of our souls, how wretched 

we are as sinners standing before the Holy, Living God. 

  

Yet, one of the greatest things about serving the Living God, is that, He ever presses, 

to open our shut mouths to speak for Him, He ever reaches, to lift us from crashed 

knees to sit beside Him, and He ever draws our down cast eyes upward, to view the 

unviewable - Himself.

This seems to be the reality of our lives as believers...we are the children of the Liv-

ing God, a royal priesthood, a chosen generation with rights and privileges unbeliev-

ers will never know...but Christ told us to come after Him, deny ourselves and pick 

up our crosses. "And He was saying to them all," If anyone wishes to come after Me, 

he must deny himself, and take up his cross daily and follow Me. "For whoever 

wishes to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for My sake, he is the 

one who will save it." Luke 9:23-24 He told us there would be trials & tribulations. 

"Don't ever forget those early days when you first learned about Christ. Remember 

how you remained faithful even though it meant terrible suffering. Sometimes you 

were exposed to public ridicule and were beaten, and sometimes you helped others 

who were suffering the same things.

So God will send great deception upon them, and they will believe all these lies. 12 Then they 

will be condemned for not believing the truth and for enjoying the evil they do. 

 

Like I have said before, and will keep saying, it is not what I say, or believe that you should 

believe. But, you should look upon the Bible (Godôs Word) as the absolute and final word on 

all matters of faith! I have talked to many people from many different denominations over the 

years, and am truly amazed!

2 

For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath 

no form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire 

him. 3 He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and 

we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not. 4 Surely he 

hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of 

God, and afflicted. 5 But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniq-

uities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. 6 All 

we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD 

hath laid on him the iniquity of us all. 

7 He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a 

lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his 

mouth. 8 He was taken from prison and from judgment: and who shall declare his generation? 

for he was cut off out of the land of the living: for the transgression of my people was he 

stricken. 9 And he made his grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death; because he 

had done no violence, neither was any deceit in his mouth. 10 Yet it pleased the LORD to 

bruise him; he hath put him to grief: when thou shalt make his soul an offering for sin, he 

shall see his seed, he shall prolong his days, and the pleasure of the LORD shall prosper in his 

hand. 11 He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his knowledge shall 

my righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities. 12 Therefore will I divide 

him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he hath 

poured out his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors; and he bare the 

sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.

CHRISTIAN HERITAGE CONTENT TO BE ADDED TO THE NEW 

CAPITOL VISITOR CENTER  
WASHINGTON ï Congressman Robert Aderholt 

(R-Haleyville) announces that the Committee on 

House Administration and the Senate Rules and 

Administration Committee have agreed to include 

references to our nationôs Christian heritage in the 

new Capitol Visitor Center, scheduled to open in 

December 2008. 

The addition comes in response to a letter that Con-

gressman Aderholt and over 100 Members of Con-

gress sent to the Architect of the Capitol expressing 

their concerns with inaccurate and incomplete historical religious content in the 

Capitol Visitor Center, including omission of the current national motto ñIn God 

We Trustò, factual inaccuracies regarding Capitol church services, and the exclu-

sion of the reference to ñreligion, morality, and knowledgeò in the Northwest Ordi-

nance. 

ñThe Capitol Visitor Center tells the story about how our Nation was founded and I 

feel that itôs important that the Capitolôs nearly 3 million annual visitors see that 

Americaôs Christian history is an important part of our Nationôs story,ò said Ader-

holt. ñI am very pleased that the Committee on House Administration and Senate 

Rules Committee have acknowledged this important part of our nationôs history.ò 

Rep. Aderholt welcomes dozens of visitors per month from North Alabama to the 

Capitol during the Fall and Winter seasons, and hundreds per month during the 

Spring and Summer seasons. Beginning in December, all visitors who participate 

in a Capitol tour will be escorted through the new Capitol Visitors Center. 

Among the additions recommended by Rep. Aderholt and the Congressional 

Prayer Caucus, the Committee on House Administration and the Senate Rules and 

Administration Committee have agreed to include the engraving of "In God We 

Trust" in stone in a prominent location within the Capitol Visitor Center, and the 

proper acknowledgement that it is our national motto. 

The Congressional Prayer Caucus was formed in 2005 for the purpose of encourag-

ing prayer for Americaôs leaders and the legislation they face.

Atheist rips into presidential oath 
Avowed atheist Michael Newdow, infamous for his attacks against references to 

God in the Pledge of Allegiance and the national motto, now wants to remove all 

religious references from Barack Obama's inauguration. 

Newdow, who in past legal battles has tried to strip the United States currency of a 

reference to God and has sued to alter the pledge of allegiance in schools, now 

wants to alter history. Newdow wants the president-elect barred from a traditional 

reference to God in the oath of office -- "so help me God" -- because those words 

are not in the oath set out in the Constitution. He also wants two prayers by well-

known Christian figures cancelled. Revs. Rick Warren and Joseph Lowery are 

scheduled to deliver inaugural prayers on January 20. 

  

"I hope people understand this is not an anti-God issue -- this is a pro-equality is-

sue," Newdow tells Associated Press. "And it's not treating people equal when the 

government takes one side in a religious debate. To have chaplains come and say 

that God exists when there are people who think quite strongly that's not true is just 

as wrong as to have chaplains come in and say that Jesus is Lord." 

  

Randy Thomasson (Save California.com) suggests that Newdow find other venues 

to spread his hatred of God. "Newdow obviously believes in God so much that he 

hates God," says the Christian activist. "He really needs to find a different racket and 

stop wrecking America's heritage." 

  

Indeed, the phrase "so help me God" does not appear in the presidential oath as out-

lined in the Constitution. But the nation's first president, George Washington, used 

those words when he first took the oath -- and it has been a tradition since. Accord-

ing to Thomasson, Newdow is demonstrating more than just intolerance in this latest 

legal attack. 

  

"Talk about revisionist history," he exclaims. "Talk about an attack on our very Con-

stitution [which] talks about the free exercise of religion being guaranteed." 

  

Thomasson says the atheist Newdow has no business trying to dictate what a presi-

dent-elect does or does not say in the oath of office. Brad Dacus (Pacific Justice 

Institute ) agrees, saying it is a matter of the president-elect's constitutional rights, 

not Newdow's. 

  

"The same way a student does not have to leave their faith at home when they go to 

school, similarly those elected to office and those elected president of the United 

States do not have to leave their Christian faith at home either," says the Christian 

attorney. "Just because the Constitution doesn't reference God as a part of the oath 

does not prevent the president from referencing God in that oath."

This is the time of year businesses do inventory and run clearance sales 
on unwanted stock. Spiritual inventory and evaluation is also important to 
those who strongly desire to live for God. The Word of God should be the 
gold standard by which our lives should be compared. We need to refine 
and redefine our lives so that the gold shines brighter and the dross is 
thrown away.  
 

An example of the deep, searching work of Godôs word and Spirit in our 
lives is found in Hebrews 4 :12 -13: ñFor the word of God is living and ac-

tive. Sharper than any double -edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing 
soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of 
the heart. Nothing in all creation is hidden from Godôs sight. Everything is 
uncovered and laid bare before the eyes of him to whom we must give 

account.ò 
 
We need to evaluate our thoughts and attitudes before Godôs all-seeing 
eye through His word. It is important to let Godôs Word do the work God 
ordained for it to accomplish (II Timothy 3:16 -17).

And why?  money , How impor-
tant is it to you? What do you do with it? value , What is most important 
to you? influence ,What difference are you making in others? speech , 

What comes out of your mouth? time,  How do you use your time?  
 
II Corinthians 5:9 -10 ñSo we make it our goal to please him, whether we 

are at home in the body or away from it. For we must all appear before 
the judgment seat of Christ, that each one may receive what is due him 
for the things done while in the body, whether good or bad.ò
